• Description of Events:   A suspect entered the pharmacy through the front door, 

displayed a handgun and demanded prescription medicines.  The suspect was given an 
undetermined amount of medicine and fled out the front door. 

 
• Suspect Description: The suspect is described as a male, approximately 5’8” tall, with 

a medium build and dark eyes.  The suspect wore a dark blue hooded Carhartt style 
jacket, dark khaki Carhartt style pants, dark gloves and a forest green camouflage scarf 
or mask covering his face. 
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
